Bound for Baw Baw (and back)
Sat 24 - Sun 25 Feb 2018

Bound for Baw Baw is an Audax ride (actually, a pair of Audax rides) with a bit of a difference.
On Saturday, we start at Tynong at 9.00 am (about an hour from Glen Waverley: St Thomas Aquinas College carpark, cnr of Tynong and Nar Nar Goon – Longwarry Rds) and take a relaxed ride over the rolling hills through the heart of Gippsland then climb to Victoria’s least understood mountain resort, spend a night in a ski lodge and roll back down the mountain on the Sunday.  This time, you can eat at the restaurant or the hotel or you can cook at the lodges.
It’s about 100 km in on the Saturday, through rich farmland and forests of towering mountain ash and with some significant climbs.  In fact, the final ascent in to the village is so seriously steep that we’ll offer you the option of a lift.  This last climb (from The Gantry) is part of Victoria’s 7 Peaks rides: 6.5 km, 741 m rise, 11% average gradient.  
Then it’s another 100 km or so back on the Sunday with many delightful descents, but still a few significant climbs.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In between, enjoy low cost accommodation in a ski lodge.  You can enjoy our dinner (usually lasagne) or dine out at the Baw Baw restaurant.  If you choose the restaurant, phone and book (03 5165 1123).
Those with less interest in pushing pedals could even contemplate driving to the top and enjoying the ambience of endless acres of snow gums, though they will probably be without snow.  The cyclists can do their thing while friends and families walk the trails around Baw Baw.
On the ride, you’ll travel along Victoria’s Gourmet Deli Trail, through delightful towns like Neerim South, Noogee and Jindivik.  Both rides are unsupported, but there are good cafes at Neerim South and Noojee.
Your friendly ride organisers will take your gear to the village.  Oh yeah, and the ride organisers even supply breakfast as part of the package. 

So, why not give it a go?  You can do one ride or both. 
Cost: $6 (plus $10 temporary membership, if necessary) per ride; $40 for the lodge; $17 for dinner and $6 for breakfast.  Total weekend for a member: $75.
